Annual licensing fee for Cat and dog are as follows:
Spayed or Neutered Cat and Dog License$10.00
Cat and Dog, not sjayed or neutered- $15.00
Failure to license your Cat or Dog $50.00 plus the
cost of the license for the*10ffence.

Remember that dogs are to be leashed at all times
when walking around town, including playgrounds.

Business Licenses for 2011
