SW.A.T

Tests the Water

On Thursday June 17 ™, five students from Grades 10 and 11 took the plunge into a full wilderness
experience. The students made the 10 hour trek with nervous anticipation to Missinipe where our canoe
adventure would begin . Since this was the first ever SWAT (Spartan Wilderness Adventure Team) trip, the
students had no idea what to expect.

Prior to the trip the students had received instruction to prepare them for the trip. The students
learned how to use a compass and map, how to plan meals for four days in the wilderness, fire making, and of
course, canoe basics. They learned how to dot -rescues first (canoe over canoe rescues), which is what needs
to be done to upright a canoe after it tips. The students needed no ins truction on how to tip the canoe
whether it was in the Alsask pool or at the Kindersley dam. ltds a good thing they got
of their system before the trip. The students also learned to paddle a canoe in a straight line which is not as
easy as it looks.

When we finally arrived in Missinipe, there was a notable hush among the group. Was it nerves?
Anticipation? Excitement? Surely a mixture. All of these feelings were soon relieved as we loaded the boats
and hit the water for the first time on our trip.  We were met with good weather and calm waters as we
zigzagged our way by canoe to our first campsite of the trip at Paul Island. We had a late arrival at camp
and had dinner at sunset. The students were up to the responsibility from t he get-go for setting up their
own camp, tents and meals included. We ended our first night with a campfire and retreated to our tents
for what was some students &first overnight tent experience.

The students all slept very well in the tents and enjoye  d a sleep-in at the lake. Sleeping at the lake
is incredibly peaceful with only the sounds of wildlife and the lake lapping at the rocks. By Day Two the
students were really getting into the camping experience. They cooked a breakfast fit for royalty on their
Coleman stoves and then headed back on the lake for a paddle to the second camp site. The paddle to the
second site was not easy and put the capabilities of the new paddlers to the test. The students prevailed
amongst the wind and waves showing the ir teamwork and skills on the water.  In fact, even with the winds
they made better time than the day before on calm waters.

The second spot was a five star campsite at Utie Island fully equipped with fallen trees that would
be chopped into firewood, ar ock circle for a fire -pit, and prime fishing. The students efficiently set -up

camp and enjoyed fishing right off the rock edge by the lake. We caught a total of 60 fish over the four

days, 20 of which we kept and ate. Now that is fresh fish! Some of t he students seemed to like the water
so much that they just had to get a closer look. An overzealous fully clothed fisher, a leech catcher, and a
freshly changed dry student took the plunge in with the fish. The evening of day two we cooked up our catch

and enjoyed a feast of fresh fish, beans, Kraft Dinner, smokies, potatoes, and to follow, jumbo smores.

On Day Three we woke up with news of an imminent thunder storm.  Although it was sunny at the time we
decided to stay put and enjoy the area we were in  for another day. We kept busy on our campsite fishing
and canoeing around the area to hone our skills. We were met with only two brief storms in the afternoon

that blew over in a couple of hours.
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On Day Four we packed up early in the morning and start ed our paddle for Missinipe. We had a clear
day, hot in the morning, and the lake was glass. We were speedy on the way home and cut the time it took to
travel out to the lake in half on the way home.

The students that attended had so much fun and consi  stently showed such positive attitudes towards
the new experience. Itis hard to imagine a better group of students to pilot this new program. Kudos to you!

For these students, they are invited to take the second part of SWAT which has even bigger challen ges.
Not only will they be paddling the lakes but learning to portage (move over land) too. Knowing how much fun
they all had this year, we look forward to seeing these students back next year. Next year SWAT look s

forward to welcoming the new G rade 10 class to their first trip.
